We will be writing about what has happened so far in the story from the robot's point of view. Over the next few weeks in handwriting, we will be learning how to write capital letters.  We will be working through in alphabetical order and taking the opportunity to revisit lower case letters. 
In Maths, we will be working on using patterns and further developing a systematic approach to solving addition and problems. For example, we will be finding all the ways to make eight starting with 1 + 7 = 8 and continuing until we have found all the solutions. We will continue to practise counting on using a number line and introduce the idea that when adding two numbers together, we should start from the biggest number. 
We are starting a DT project about healthy eating. Over the next few weeks we will be designing and making a healthy breakfast pot for a friend.
