	Children received an extended period of intervention. This allowed them to function so that they could access the curriculum and establish friendships/develop social skills. Families were part of the review cycle and were involved in the play therapy process. Pupil premium children had space to talk through their worries and concerns – social, emotional and academic. Strengths and difficulties questionnaires were undertaken pre and post intervention.

The play therapist, learning mentor and SEND teacher continued to meet and work with targeted children during the lockdown period.

What are the barriers to future achievement for our pupil premium pupils?

· 39% of PP children are also on our SEN register.

· In some cases, limited life experiences and home circumstances affect parent/carers’ ability to provide academic and social support.

· Some of our pupil premium children have a high level of emotional need. Accessing mental health support for these children is becoming ever more challenging.

· Attendance

· Lack of access to technological equipment and the internet.

How will the school measure the impact and effect of its expenditure of the pupil premium allocation? 
 Interventions will be monitored and assessed through data analysis. Where attainment and/or progress data is not possible pupil voice, questionnaires and other evidence will be gathered to assess the impact of the intervention or support. Intervention group reviews will take place half termly.
