Job Purpose: 

To support the learning, development and progress of children in a primary school 
setting, including those children with special educational needs/differences (SEND), 
by working under the direction of teaching staff to help create an inclusive, engaging, 
and supportive learning environment. 

 

Key Responsibilities: 

• Support individual children or small groups under the direction of the class 
teacher, including those children with additional needs, EAL  

• Assist with the implementation of individual education plans (ILPs) or 
behaviour management plans where appropriate 

• Promote positive behaviour and encourage children to interact and work 
cooperatively with others 

• Prepare and adapt learning materials and resources as required 
• Support children’s emotional and social development, helping to build 

confidence, self-esteem and independence 
• Assist with the assessment and recording of pupil progress 
• Help to create a safe and stimulating environment that encourages learning 
• Supervise pupils during break times, on educational visits, or in other non-

classroom settings as required 
• Work collaboratively with teachers, other LSAs, and external agencies as 

appropriate 
• Maintain confidentiality and follow school safeguarding and child protection 

policies at all times
