| am writing to inform you of an exciting cricket course that will be running during the Easter
Holidays at Warden Park Academy. Mr Alderman will be running the course in conjunction with Mr
Price, Mr Timms and Mr Gentry. Mr Alderman is an extremely accomplished cricket player and
coach with many years experience.

The course will be running during the Easter holidays, from Monday 8th to Thursday 11th April.

Students will see how their technique compares against a perfect
model and given feedback on how to improve. The bowling machine will also be used during these
net sessions.
